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Prepaid Electricity

A team of final year students from EEE department has developed an
Innovative device which will facilitate the payment of electricity bills
without using the cenventional manual meter for baking the electricity
reading. This innowation has attracted the attention of Kerala State
Electricity Board, which has already completed first round of technical
talks with students during which they have demonsirated their device
before & team of afficials headed by ks minister for Power. The team
comprising of ErAjay ghosh Erfdinath D nisy ErP Sateesh and
Er.5.Jayashree has developed a device with a microcontrofler with a
global system for mobile communication unit that would interface with
the energy meter of each house, A separate sim number will be given to
each consumer who in bum showld purchase & recharge coupon to get it
reactivated. The cansumer can get the details of his account just by
sending 8 message from his mobile any where in the weorld. Mast of the
power thefts and misuse of power can be minimized with this device. The
Electricity Dept. of Herala has shown interest n adopting this device.

Wireless Power Generator

A research project gone by Om Prakash from EEE depertment, entitled
"Solar Power Satellite and wireless power transmission *was recognized
by mfs effident carbon in Hyderabad. & mulbinational company has
promised to provide technological and business suppoert to purchase this
project, The present work aims at collecting solar energy in space by a
satellite it a geostationary orbit and converting to DC voltage by salar
calls. This direct current is in tum used ta power microwave generators in
the gigahertz frequency (microwave) range, A highly-directive satellite
borne beams the energy to the Earth and a rectifying antenna (rectenna)
in the ground station will convert the microwave energy from the satellite
to direct current, which after suitable processing is fed to the terrestrial
powear grid, It is a pollution free power generation at the cheapest cost
than many other methods, utilizing non conventional source, This media
for transmission ks wireless, high efficiency power generation and
transmission {95 per cent) could be attained.
