The biggest question in minds of students Is, Will the proposed NASSCOM test for
recruftment to bop firms in IT sector set standards for common elevations or will
It turn colleges into mere coaching centres.

The recent annauncement by NASSCOM on the likelihood of a common entrance
test for All thosa who wish to enter the top 200 IT and ITES firms has elidted
mixed resctions ,

MASSCOM officials say the test would be conducted in two forms the NACTECH
[MASSCOM dssessment Compliance Technology Test) for students of firal year
engineering technofogy Master of Computer Applications, M.Sc. Software and
M.5c. Informaktion Technology students, while arts and sclence students will have
10 fake the MAC (NASSCOM Assessment Compllance Test).

The test will have no negative marking, and will have only objeclive-type ques-
tiars, Studants will be gradad based on their performancea, *Mow that most com-
panies are streamiining kheir training processes, there is no usa training huge
batches the same way. This test will help us know who can be put inte what kind
of position”, says Ronam Kejriwaia an HR consultant. "Emplovers often have com-
plainks about certain students not equipped with basic skills, This will help com-
petent and competitive students surge ahead of others™, he adds.

"We are five million now, and we hope to grow up to 250 million by 2020, The
focus b5 shifing tn attracting hugs investments, and engaging employess to un-
derstand the cusbomer’s customer. Fram becoming emplayable we are maving
towarde being deployabla”, says K. Purushottaman, regianal directn, NASSCOM.
Companies including HOL, Infosys, TCS, CTS, Wipro, Accenture and Patni are
among the [T companies who will recognise this test. The tests are not restricted
to students of particular institutions as any final-year student, irespective of the
institution he or she studies in, can atterd the test, said the officials, These tests
were introduced about three years ago but wers not made mandatony. Mearly
two lakh students wrote in 2000,

*The commaon test is likely to be held from this academic year. Discussions are
going on, and we would come eut with details soon”, said Sandhya Chirtada
sanior director, NASSOOM education initiative.

The exam will test the student's akiliby in mathematics, etiquette, cormmunica-
tion, anahytical thinking and logical reasoning, besides his knowlados In the engl-
nearing discipline he has specialised in,

While many lavd this indtiative as it would help set standards for a common éval-
uation and professionalise the industries, college authorities feel there is a need
1o look at the bigger picture. Though observers are not expecting the recrument
numbers o come down especially with companies such as TCS already announc-
ing over 50,000 as their planned intake for this year, speculations persist on how
these tests, when made mandatony, would affect teaching in tolieges.
